PAL is Police Officers and
citizens working with youth to keep them off of the
streets and out of trouble in various athletic and educa-

tionagl programs.

With that partnership Success
Academy was formed working with youth during
school hours at the PAL Facility to reduce youth return-

ing to Star Academy.

Dunn PAL has an extensive after-school Educational
Program. We have a large tutoring staff that helps
youth grades 2-12 in all core subjects, Assists with Job
Corp, Military and College Preparation. Dunn PAL now
offers Credit Recovery after-school. We also offer youth
and family counseling services to every PAL Member
and their families.

Several activities operate out of the PAL Center, and
there are several activities that are operated at school
facilities and City Parks. Dunn PAL is operated as a Com-
munity Center to house
